"When I had to give up swimming because it wasn't good for my golfing muscles, I began to think of what else I would have to sacrifice if I wanted to keep playing golf."
A 48-time winner on the Ladies Professional Golf Association Tour. Lopez was an All-American and athlete of the year at Tulsa University. 

She began her outstanding professional career in 1977, capturing nine tournament trophies in only her second season. Since her first career victory in 1978, she won at least one event every season except in 1986, 1994 and 1995. 

In 1997, Lopez finished second at the U.S. Women's Open. A four-time Rolex Player of the Year, she surpassed the $1 million mark in career earning in 1993. One of her best years was 1995, when she won five events, including the LPGA Championship, 21 top-10 finishes in 25 starts. In 1988, Lopez became the second player to hit the $2 million mark in career earnings and the fourth player ever to top that barrier. The following season was her most successful mark in career earnings, becoming only the second player in the LPGA history to do so. 

She was inducted into the LPGA Hall of Fame in 1989. In 1992, Lopez received the Flo Hyman Memorial Award from the Women's Sports Foundation. She currently serves as a playing editor of GOLF Magazine. (9/98)
