Jennifer Azzi is a member of the Women’s National Basketball Association’s (WNBA) Utah Starz. In her three years in the WNBA, Azzi has accrued an average of 9.6 points per game. She was an alternate for the 2000 U.S. Women’s Olympic Basketball Team as well as a member of the U.S. Senior Women’s National Team for two years (1998-1999, 1999-2000). Azzi joined the Detroit Shock of the WNBA after being selected in the first round in 1999. 

Before going professional, Azzi was a member of the gold medal-winning U.S. Basketball Team at the 1996 Olympic Games. At the 1994 USA Goodwill Games, she averaged 7.3 points per game and 2.0 rebounds per game, once again helping her team clinch the gold. Azzi also was a member of the 1994 USA Women’s World Championship team that won the bronze medal. She was a member of the 1993 USA Women’s World Championship Qualifying Team, where she averaged a team third-best 11.1 points per game and 1.3 rebounds per game. In 1993, Azzi participated in the USA Basketball Women’s National Team Trials. The year prior, she was an alternate for the 1992 U.S. Olympic Basketball Team. As a member of the 1991 Pan American Games Team, Azzi averaged 6.7 points per game and 1.7 assists per game, helping her team win a bronze medal. 

During her four seasons (1987-1990) at Stanford University, Azzi’s teams compiled a 101-23 record, made three National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) Tournament appearances, won one NCAA title (1990) and captured two Pacific-10 Conference (PAC-10) crowns. Azzi was awarded the 1996 March of Dimes Female Athlete of the Year Award. (11/01)
