"This is my field of dreams. I've had some wonderful years here, but I don't want to sit and look at all the trophies. I don't want to live in the past - I want to live now."
Mia Hamm was a member of the U.S. national team that won the 1999 Federation Internationale de Football Association (FIFA) Women’s World Cup. The youngest woman ever to play for the U.S. national team, Hamm joined the team at the age of 15 and is in her 12th year as a member of the squad. 

She led the United States to an undefeated 10-0 record during the 1996-97 season. Hamm played a key role in the team’s gold medal victory at the 1996 Olympic Games, as she started all 19 games played by the national team prior to the Games and led the team in total points. In 1995, Hamm led the U.S. National Team in scoring with 19 goals and 18 assists, and she led the team to the 1995 U.S. Cup Championship and was named the tournament’s Most Valuable Player. In 1994, she led the United States to the Chiquita Cup and CONCACAF titles, enabling the team to qualify for the 1995 FIFA Women’s World Cup. 

Hamm was named 1994 Female Athlete of the Year by the U.S. Soccer Federation and the United States Olympic Committee (USOC). After the 1993-94 season, Hamm became the first soccer player to win the Honda-Broderick Award as the nation’s most outstanding female collegiate athlete. She has been named Female Athlete of the Year by the U.S. Soccer Federation for five straight years, 1993-1998, and was awarded the Women’s Sports Foundation’s® Team Sportswoman of the Year in 1997 and 1999.
