In 1999, Mimi Smith was selected to the U.S. National Team and won a silver medal at the Pan American Games. She was also a member of the U.S. Team which won the Four Nations Tournament in Canada in June of 1999. 

A 1999 graduate of Old Dominion University, Smith ranked seventh in all-time assists (50) and ranked 10th in all-time goals (54) and all-time points (158). In 1998, she led Old Dominion to a National Championship and was named to the Colonial Athletic Association (CAA) All-Tournament team and was CAA Defensive Player of the Year. 

She was also a 1999 National Field Hockey Coaches Association (NFHCA) All-America first-team selection, and she received the Honda-Broderick Award for field hockey. Smith is a four-time (1995-98) All-CAA conference first-team selection, two-time CAA Scholar-Athlete (1998, 1997), two-time National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA) All-Tournament team selection (1998, 1997) and a two-time NFHCA All-South Region first team selection (1998, 1997). During the 1998 season, Smith ranked tenth nationally in points (46) and sixth in goals (20). In 1995, Smith was named the CAA Rookie of the Year. (10/99)
